For the purposes of this teach-out plan, some exceptions will be granted for substitutions using 
1000/2000-level courses that have been reclassified as 3000/4000-level courses in the revised 
curriculum, as long as A) the course is being used in comparable way as it was previously required on the 
previously offered degree plan and B) the student still has the requisite number of university-required 
upper-division hours for graduation.
